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Dangerous Worship 

What could be “dangerous” about coming to worship?   We are not 
victims of a repressive regime and so it is a strange concept.  
Nonetheless, I found myself playing around with the thought long after 
the seed was planted in last Sunday’s sermon. We come to worship to 
meet God, to praise, to be comforted and strengthened by that 
relationship as well as the relationships we form with each other.  But 
there is risk involved if we find ourselves listening and absorbing the 
message we hear through preaching and prayer, through the hearing 
of God’s word through scripture spoken and sung, and the 
experiencing of God’s Word in the sacrament.  To absorb the story is 
to be transformed.  Ah, there is the rub—it is in The Sending, the 
going out into the world to live in a new way, the way of Christ.  

To live the Christian life we must hear the story of our salvation 
repeatedly, for we hear with different ears as we  move through the 
various stages of our lives.  Our liturgies, the gift of thousands of years 
of Christian worship, are powerful ways to experience that story with 
all of our senses.  In our Christian Year, our Liturgical Year, we are 
more than half way through Lent, heading towards Jerusalem and the 
retelling of the astonishing story of sacrifice and pain as well as 
resurrection.   It is not an easy journey. Ash Wednesday’s ashes 
reminded us that “we are dust and to dust we shall return.”  Palm 
Sunday’s triumphant Hosannas will be twisted into “Crucify Him.” We 
will eat that final meal and … Let’s stop here for a moment.  I was 
given a powerful book several years ago which has sat unopened until 
a few days ago; Between Cross and Resurrection by Alan E. Lewis. Its aim 
is to wrestle with that day in between Good Friday’s cross and what 
we now know is the empty tomb of Easter. The author’s challenge is 
to walk in the shoes of those who were there and did not know what 
lay ahead, “to dare to look back without knowledge of the future.”   

“The sight is melancholy, terminal, disastrous.”  And, if we really look, 
we just might see ourselves:

“Treacherous Judas; weak disciples, first asleep and then 
in flight; desperate priests and abusive guards; cowardly 
Peter and calculating Pilate; violent soldiers and jeering 
passersby: truly a ‘solidarity in sin unites all those 
involved…’  This catalogue of universal human failure 
leaves Jesus alone, isolated, ‘despised and rejected.’” 

Who am I?  Who are you in this story revisited? And it must be 
revisited if we are to fully understand what is symbolized by the 
returning light in our Service of Tenebrae on Good Friday, that 
flickering light that comes out of total darkness. How do we 
betray, back off in weakness, exhaustion and cowardice?  In the 
words of that great hymn, “Ah, Holy Jesus,” 

“Who was the guilty? Who brought this upon You?  
 It is my treason, Lord that has undone You.   
  ‘Twas I, Lord Jesus, I it was denied  You; I crucified You.”  

We do have that “Easter edge” over the disciples. We know 
through faith that God’s love triumphs over our human 
weakness, triumphs even over death. But we do forget and so 
we need to come and listen again.  We need to come to 
worship and risk the danger, the danger of being changed, of 
responding to The Sending with Isaiah’s words, “Here am I, send 
me.”

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Health Note from the Parish Nurse 

Disabilities 
"For the whole law can be summed up in this one command: Love 
your neighbor as yourself." Galatians 5: 14 NL T  

There are approximately 54 million people living in the United 
States with various kinds of disabilities that impact the way they 
lead their daily lives. Conditions causing disability include mental 
illness, blindness, military injuries, mental retardation, learning 
disabilities, and problems with hearing. A large portion of this 
population have physical disabilities or mobility problems 
because of a link to diseases like multiple sclerosis, cerebral 
palsy, polio, or various spinal injuries.  
Historically we have handled this population poorly and rather 
than encourage them, have kept them isolated in their homes. 
How welcoming were the sweeping staircases in churches of the 
1900's? Are we doing better today or are we still keeping people 
'trapped' at home with caregivers that are just as isolated? 
Churches need to include the disabled into the active life of 
membership as well as support the families who care for them. 
Check in with the family of those with disabilities to see how 
you can be of help. Offer to sit with the husband disabled from a 
stroke so the wife can get her hair done. Take the 
mother/spouse of one dealing with mental illness out for lunch 
to offer her respite from her daily challenges. Sometimes it's the 
small things that help the most.  
Those with disabilities want to be productive at home and at 
church so look for ways to be inclusive. Is your building handicap 
accessible? Can a person get into the sanctuary as easily as they 
can the bathroom? Are there classes, small groups, or ministries 
in which the disabled can participate? Evaluate the tools that are 
currently available in your church. Are there devices and 
magnifiers to help the hearing and visually impaired? Have classes 
been adapted to welcome those with Down's Syndrome or 
other mental disorders? Are there groups to support the 
families of those with disabilities? Christ welcomed everyone to 
his table; what about you? Ask your parish nurse for additional 
ways to welcome all to your family.

2. The Robert and Della P. Barrie Scholarship Fund 
was established to support training for new 
candidates or previously ordained persons for the 
Presbyterian ministry in The East Africa Church. 

3. The Harold M. Parsekian Peace Fund was 
established to promote and enhance peacemaking 
and social justice education at West Side. 

4. The Marsha Delleart Youth Scholarship Fund is 
designated to provide scholarships to worthy 
and/or needy youth (from sixth grade through 
senior year of college) for educational and/or 
spiritual development activities.
